CP medical and what to expect

· By requesting a CP medical a medical opinion is sought to further evaluate whether the injury is accidental or inflicted or whether there is any other evidence of child abuse.
· Clinicians need sufficient background information in order to form an opinion.
· Clinicians are required to obtain written consent from a parent / legal guardian. Older children who are Gillick competent can give consent themselves. In special circumstances verbal consent can be obtained over the phone or an assessment can be carried out in the best interest of the child without consent. The final decision will be made by the Consultant.
If none applies a court order for a CP medical needs be to be obtained.

· It is best practise for parents / legal guardians to attend appointment to enable the clinician to take a comprehensive history around family / medical backgrounds.
· Children will be examined in a child friendly environment by a clinician with a chaperon present. 
· At the end of the consultation feedback will be provided to the Social Worker
On rare occasions this may be provisional while a consultant takes further advice or reviews the literature.
· It is important that you arrive on time.
· During COVID times we request you respect our local guidelines which will be further explained by our CP Coordinator at the time of referral.
