Child Transferring into Area Guidelines

Health visiting becomes aware of Transfer in (T/I), this may come from various sources (child health, family etc.).
Family are allocated a named Health Visitor and the notification is given to Business Support to update or create on Capita One involvement / notify.
Health Visitor reads previous records (if available) and notes any significant issues.
Type of contact and offer of service will be dependent on previous history and age of the child / children.
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Allocated Health Visitor to make contact with relevant services to identify additional information within seven working days.
