SDQ Process for Children and Young People 
Looked After for Twelve Months or More
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Social Worker submits an application for review health assessment to LAC Nurses








When the referral is received VSK arranges the health assessment and sends SDQ forms to carers, or allocated worker for LAC living in independence on an annual basis to complete.








SDQs scoring completed. Scores and copy forms given to LAC Nurses (Or Community Paediatricians where appropriate) to be used in review health assessments.  Original report returned to social worker for inclusion in case file and score entered on Liberi (form and cases notes.)








Completed SDQ forms received from the school and the child to be sent to VSK for scoring. These are then inputted onto Liberi as a case note, included in the young person’s chronology. 








SDQ form returned to VSK within one week for scoring and inclusion within review health assessment.








IROs include SDQ score in their checklist and ensure appropriate signposting or intervention has been accessed. 











SDQs considered within the review health assessment.  LAC Nurse (or Community Paediatricians where appropriate) recommend referral if required to PAN Kent Mental Health Service and/or CAMHS as appropriate





SDQ scores showing high risk or borderline cases identified by VSK initiates triangulation. SDQ sent to Designated Teacher by VSK and to the social worker for the young person aged 11 years plus requesting completion by the child. Consultation by LAC nurse or social worker should be sought from CAMHS prior to Health Assessment if immediate referral is required. Consultation could also be on appropriate signposting – not just immediate referral.
