Flow Chart: Placement with Parents

Placement with Parents procedure applies to any placement of a child, on a Care Order or an
Interim Care Order, with a parent or person with Parental Responsibility or person who held a
Residence Order immediately before the Care Order was made, for more than 24 hours,
including a placement for residential assessment.

Local Authority seeks an Interim Care Order (ICO) through the Courts. Direction from the Court is
for the child / young person to be remain living with parents (Placement with Parents under the

auspices of an ICO)
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Social Worker to complete Placement
with Parents assessment / form and
Police Checks to be initiated.
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Placement planning meeting to be
held within 5 days of the Court Order
to outline the details of the placement
/ care plan

Social worker to send completed
assessment & Police checks to Case
Supervision for management oversight
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Social worker should visit the child /
young person once a week until the
first Looked After Review and,
thereafter at intervals of not more than
4 weeks.

Social Worker to send assessment &

Police Checks to Head of Service for

approval to ‘CHS-Emergency Reg 24’
inbox.

Placement begins and social worker
to follow Looked After process
