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A big welcome to OwnLife!   We are pleased to have arranged a foster family for you.  Together with your foster family we promise to do everything we can to give you a safe and happy home. 

We will always put your safety and needs first and will do what we can to ensure that our foster carers provide you with a stable home where you are listened to and encouraged.

You can expect plenty of help and support from …………..in exploring your past and planning for your future.  ………….is there to help you develop your skills and talents and together we will all take the time to listen to your wishes, especially when it is time to make decisions affecting your future.

What being fostered means?

Being fostered means going to live with another family because you are not able to live with your family. 

We have tried to find you a home that is appropriate in terms of language, culture and religion.
We want you to feel that you belong and that you are included in what your foster carer and their family are doing.

Your foster carer will provide you with a home with an atmosphere where your experiences will be recognised, and if you want to, you will be able to talk about these.
We will provide you with a warm nurturing base where we hope you will feel comfortable. We will protect your heritage, and we will help you in your journey into the future.
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How has my social worker and OwnLife found the right family for me?

We both aim to provide a safe foster home for you where the foster carers are committed to providing you with the best possible car. We have tried our best to find a family where you will fit in well and settle down easily.  You will be able to explore who you are (your identity), develop your skills and work towards achieving your goals in life.    

No matter your culture, race, gender, beliefs, sexuality or religion you will be treated equally and with respect.

In turn, we expect you to treat your foster family, foster home and our staff with respect. 

Our aim is for our carers to keep you safe and to support you in developing your life skills so that you can take care of yourself when the time comes.

What happens if you are not happy with your foster family?

If, after living with you new family for a while, you feel you are not happy to continue to live with them, you should tell your social worker, OwnLife or someone else you trust.  Both your social worker and OwnLife will listen to your worries and wishes and work with you to make new plans.

Your carer will help you settle in and talk with you regularly to discuss any problems; talk through some issues that you think are important and help you resolve some difficulties you may be experiencing. 

If you need advice or a chat, they will listen.   They will also tell you the truth if you are out of order, as sometimes we all need to be told when we get things wrong.

What you can expect on Arrival

When you move in ……………. will show you around the house, show you where you will sleep and introduce you to everyone who lives there. The house may seem a little strange and different at first, but everyone will help you settle in.   For your own benefit, …………..will assess what  items we need to get for you such as clothes toiletries etc.  

What You Can Expect of …………
……………..will treat you as part of the family and will look after you, make sure you have enough food to eat, promote a good standard of cleanliness and make sure that you are safe and warm.
What Your Foster Family Expects of You

Every family has rules and …………….. will take the time to explain to you the rules in your new family.  These will be about, watching TV, staying up late, doing schoolwork, what time is dinner and many other things.  They will tell you what these rules are, and you will learn them slowly as you live there and become a part of their family.

Allowances
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Age related allowances will be there for you, some for- pocket money and toiletries. 
Your foster carer will also help you to save some money each week.

The actual amounts you will receive will be advised to you when you arrive and the day when you can expect this money.

Confidentiality means that we will not talk about you to other people who are not involved in your care.  It’s like a ‘need to know’ kind of thing. 

Your carer is responsible for keeping a record of your life during the time you stay with them.   This record is confidential so that only you, our carers, your social worker, ourselves and a few others involved in your care may see it.   You will be able to read your file whenever you want, provided you have arranged to do so in advance.

It is important that you should know that carers are not allowed to keep any secrets that you may tell them.   Such secrets need to be shared with other people directly involved in your care, so that they can be taken into account when making decisions about your future to make sure they are in your own best interests.

   Education and Employment
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We all need to get ourselves a good job so that we can earn enough money to enjoy life.   To get a job though, we need to learn all the skills needed to do the job.   

………………. will discuss all this with you. 

Family and Friends

When you are ready and want to ……………….. (after speaking with you and your carer) will try and help you to keep in contact with your family. 
…………………..will help you sort out your feelings and help you decide who you want to contact.

Health and Safety
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Eating good food, keeping our bodies, clothes and home clean, getting some regular exercise are all important to being healthy.  

When you move in …………………will go with you to see a doctor to be examined so that we all know you are keeping well and healthy.  If you have to take any medicines regularly, or have any special injections, ……………….. will make sure that this happens.  You will a visit to the doctor for a further examination every year, if you stay in care. 

He/she will also need to make sure that the house is safe for all who live in it.  If you notice anything you consider dangerous, please tell him/her.

Meetings

Placement Meeting.
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Either before you move in or within two weeks of your move into foster care, you, your foster carer, and your social worker will have this meeting in your foster home to agree how you will be looked after day to day.

Everything will be talked about, the food you like, any medicine you take, and your school how and when you see your family.  Everyone will want to hear from you about the things you like and dislike.  In fact, the more you tell everyone the better so that a care plan can be made about how you should be cared for and to plan for your future.   This may seem scary; in fact many young people can feel confused or even angry at this time.  Whatever you feel do speak about your feelings in order that ……………… and your social worker can understand what you need to make you feel safe and secure. 

Review meeting

These will happen from time to time to review the plan that has been made for you and to be sure it is right for you.  Here again you will be able to speak out for yourself.  The first meeting will be when you have been in foster care for four weeks.  The next meeting will be three months from that date. After that review meetings will take place every six months.  So, you see if your care plan is not quite right at that the start there are plenty of chances to make changes along the way.

Religious Faiths
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 ………………… will encourage you to practice whatever religion or faith you wish and we will help you to find places to worship.  

………………. will also observe any special days with you, arrange special food and try to get whatever you need to practice your religion. 

If you have a problem or want to complain

If you have any problems talk to ………………… your social worker, your family or Maureen Barnes, Registered Manager at OwnLife. These problems might be in the home or at school. For instance, you might be being bullied, or you may feel you are not being heard.  There may be a long list of reasons why you may want to get help.

If whatever is making you unhappy is to do with where you are living or with anyone involved with your care, then you have the right to make a complaint and the right for us to take that complaint seriously.   

Our complaints procedure takes a little time but hopefully you will eventually be satisfied with the result.   The procedure is explained fully in the Complaints Booklet and you will be given a copy when you arrive. 

Basically, this is what happens:-

Stage One   
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Either someone from OwnLife or …………………. will write your complaint down and if you agree that it is what you said, you then sign it.    We will tell your social worker of your complaint, as it may need to be dealt with through their own complaints’ procedures.   A more senior member of OwnLife will then discuss it with you and any others involved, to see if your complaint could be sorted out by talking about it.   The result will be written down and you can say if you are happy with this.  This should take a week at most.  If you are not satisfied, we go to stage two: 

Stage Two
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Maureen Barnes, Registered Manager of OwnLife will now look at your complaint.   She will write down what she has found, what she has done about it and will check with you that   you are happy with the result.   This should take about two weeks.   If you are still not happy, we go to stage three.

Stage Three
[image: image17.wmf]Someone independent of OwnLife will now look at your complaint and check it out within two weeks to see if your complaint can be sorted.  They will also involve other people if they need to, like a Child Protection social worker.   You will then receive a written report.

Independent Person/Advocate 

An independent person or advocate is some one who is not from social services, OwnLife or your foster family. They are independent and are there for you, to make sure that you are being treated well.   

They will represent you if you have a complaint or are involved in some kind of legal process where you feel that your carer, your social worker or us are not the best people to support you. 

They are also there if you just want someone not from OwnLife or your foster family to talk to, or to talk for you if you do not feel able to do so yourself.

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My Review.
A guide for children.

Children in Care should always get involved in their care plans and reviews, so they get the best plan for them 

What is a review?
Reviews are regular meetings where you and the people working with you discuss whether your care plan is giving you the best care possible,

At this meeting people make sure that everything in the care plan is happening. 

This meeting is a chance to talk about what has happened since the last review and see if any changes need to be made.

It is your meeting, and your views are really important.

What is a care plan?
If you are being looked after you will have a care plan.

This plan records what your family, the local authority, and other groups and people should do to support you. 

You should be able to say what you want as well.

The care plan looks at things like 

· Your health

· Your education

· Your religion and culture

· Your hobbies and interests

· The contact you want with people who are important to you

Preparing for your review

Looked After Children reviews are meetings that look at your Care Plan.

They are chaired by your Independent Reviewing Officer (IRO). 

These are your meetings and it is really important that you can say what you think and what you would like to happen. 

If it is hard to tell people what you want, you can always tell your Independent Reviewing Officer before the LAC Review.

Perhaps you could call them, send an email, text, or letter. Your foster carer will also be able to help you.

Before the review you can meet with your IRO in private to talk about anything you would like discussed or want the IRO to know about. 

What happens at a review?
Your Independent Reviewing Officer (IRO) will make sure that everyone at the meeting has a chance to say what they feel is important.

This review is about you and your future and so you should be there.

If you aren't able to go, make sure that you tell someone your views or write them down so that they can still be heard. 

Who else will be there?
The review meeting will include other people you know.

Your foster carer/s, and their supervising social worker will be there.

Someone from school, like your teacher, will be invited so they can let everyone know how your education is going.

Sometimes there will be a health professional.

If you feel strongly that someone should or should not be at your meeting just let your IRO know.

 You can invite someone you know and trust be there and support you

How often are reviews held?
The first review must be held no later than four weeks after you start being looked after. 

A second review must be held three months after that. 

Reviews are then held every six months. 

If there is an important change, the next review might have to be held sooner than planned.

After your review

What is said at the review is written down, and you can have a copy of the plan and the decisions. 

Talk over what happened, if there were things in it that you didn't understand

Chairing your own review

Sometimes young people want to chair their own reviews.

You don’t have to be a certain age to do this. 

If you want to do this, have a talk with your IRO who to help you plan this.

If you have an advocate and you can ask for extra support at the meeting.
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
