	Control Measures in Place 

	· Only formally authorised staff are allowed to access specific roof spaces;

· Training for staff in working at height;

· Formal safe system of work in place e.g. Permit to Work system where appropriate;

· Activity not undertaken when lone working;

· Safety procedures must be followed by staff and are enforced by management;

· Appropriate access equipment provided e.g. mobile tower, industrial grade ladders (not DIY)

· Ladders visually inspected every three months and records kept;

· Equipment visually checked before use;

· Reporting of incidents and near misses are encouraged.

· Training in manual handling

· Ensure racking/storage is secure

· Monitoring of activities involving work at height;

· Informing a nominated person at school if working at height in an unoccupied area;

· Two members of staff in area and to provide support when securing ladder;

· Ladders are securely stored to prevent unauthorised access;
