	Guidance Notes 

	1. Use the Hazard and Controls checklist below to help identify all of the hazards and all of the current controls.

2. Identify who may be harmed by the hazards and associated controls that you have identified 

3. Decide how likely it is that an event may happen because of the hazards and associated control that you have identified (don’t forget that that a lack of control makes it more likely).

4. Decide what the Likely Severity would be if an event did happen.  Do not use worst case if it is not likely.

5. Use the risk calculator to determine the level of risk.

6. Devise a control strategy based on the risk you have identified so that the risk is reduced So Far As Is Reasonably Practicable (SFAIRP).  

7. To make sure that you achieve the standard SFAIRP, you must measure your efforts or time or resources that you expend in risk reduction and then determine if your time, effort and resources have reached a gross disproportion when compared the risk that remains.

8. Once you have put into place the risk control measures and strategies, re-evaluate the level of risk by using the risk calculator and reassessing the Likelihood and Likely Severity to find the residual risk with all of the original and any extra controls in place.

9. Decide on a review date:  

· where the residual risk is high that indicates the review should take place every time the task is undertaken or the driver undertakes the task

· Where the residual risk is medium then the review can be annually 

· where the residual risk is low then it would be appropriate to review it every 2 years

· you must not leave a risk assessment without a review otherwise changes may not be picked up and dealt with

	Determine the impact that the disability has on the driving role
	Monitor to see if the impact remains manageable and that driving ability is not affected

	Diver has had 2 work related blameworthy accidents in last 18 months
	
	
	Driving awareness training and assessment must be completed within 3 months
	Driving performance should be supervised by periodical driving assessment by the line manager. (either in vehicle of out of vehicle in a following vehicle

	Driver has reported road traffic offence(s) or convictions
	
	
	Diver training and assessment programme completed within 3 months
	

	Driver has reported medical conditions that are not notifiable to the DVLA but that affect safe driving
	
	
	Health surveillance programme and driver medical every 6 months until medical problem resolved
	

	Driver has reported medical conditions that are notifiable to the DVLA
	
	
	Driver must be removed from driving duties until the medical condition has been resolved and DVLA has reinstated the person’s driving licence
	Depending on the period of medical suspension, driver training and assessment is recommended before resuming full driving duties


	DVLA aware of medical condition, but have not imposed a driving restriction
	
	
	Driver to continue with medical interventions and to report any further deterioration in the condition
	Recommend increase frequency of making contact with office as part of enhanced lone working arrangements

	Driver has reported driving licence suspended for culmination of road traffic offences
	
	
	Driving role must be suspended until licence is reinstated 
	Driving awareness training and assessment must be completed before returning to driving duties

	Driver has reported suspension of driving licence due to serious driving offence such as careless driving or driving without due care and attention
	
	
	Driving role must be suspended until licence is reinstated 
	Driving awareness training and assessment must be completed before returning to driving duties
